                                                  Furrow Walking Plough Contest

1) The size of the “land” shall be determined, measured and staked by the Lands   Committee. Each land will be numbered.

2) The selection of land for each contestant shall be made by ballot at 9:00 a.m. on the day of ploughing. Ploughing to be started by 9:30 a.m.

3) The crown of the land to be completed by 12:00 p.m.

4) All ploughing must be completed by 4:00 p.m., or 5 points will be lost from the total score.

5) Each contestant will make one strike out and one finish.

6) The first two furrows thrown to the adjoining land will not be judged.

7) The crown shall consist of three rounds, for a total of six heavy furrows.

8) The contestant will then cast off.

9) A finish shall consist of the last three rounds and the Sole furrow.

10) After setting and removing stakes, no assistance will be allowed contestants.

11) The land number shall be the centre of the crown.

12) Shaping of furrows by hand or stake is not permitted except in scratch and first furrows and the last green furrow on either side of the sole furrow. Foot may be used on other furrows when the plough is in motion.

13) Wheels or shoes will be prohibited on all walking ploughs, except for Junior classes.

14) The use of “high-cut” ploughs will be prohibited.

15) Average depth of furrow to be six inches.

16) All furrows must start and finish at scratch.

17) The decision of the judge or judges will be final.
